The Library Youth Partnership Coordinator’s primary duty is to recruit, train, and manage approximately twelve 9-12 grade students who develop and perform original story time presentations based on children’s literature. Specific duties include:

· Developing and maintaining existing partnerships with participating high schools, after school coordinators, and other non-profits that serve Durham County youth
· Scheduling story time performances and transportation for teens to the performance locations
· Teaching teens basic job skills such as punctuality, reliability, professional public behavior, and fostering good peer relationships 
· Teaching teens to use the library for all of their information needs

· Managing a budget
· Record-keeping on the program’s participation and impact
· Assisting other members of the Family Literacy and Community Services team on various projects
· Taking an active role in the planning and implementation of S.T.E.A.M. (Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Math) programming every first and third Saturday at the Discovery Nook in Northgate Mall
· Holding planning meetings for teens to develop and improve storytime programs at least every month

The Library Youth Partnership Coordinator also has opportunities to help plan and participate in other youth programming activities that relate to summer reading. 
The ideal candidate will have: 

· A demonstrated interest in Children’s or YA librarianship
· Familiarity with children’s literature and/or experience with storytelling or book sharing
· Ability to professionally represent the library to partnering agencies, outside groups and the public in person, over the phone and through e-mail
· Comfort working independently
· Ability to see good ideas through to fruition and use limited resources creatively
· Availability for work in the after school hours and on weekends
· Flexibility and creativity for working with teens in ways that will help develop teens’ confidence and literacy skills.
